

100 Days Professional Photojournalism Diploma

A Photojournalistic image must have the impact that will make the reader want to know more about the story being reported. A good image very often becomes a cultural icon of a particular event. Improving the Photojournalist's “Eye” and “Vision”, to capture the drama & emotion, suspense & excitement, beauty & ugliness, in newer and interesting ways is the crucial component of this programme. The course is entirely digital, with great emphasis on the use of current technology in photography.

Objectives 

1. Provide a good grounding in the aesthetic, technical and personal qualities required to pursue a professional career in photojournalism. Students are exposed to the issues of style and genre.

2. Provide inputs for understanding the role of photojournalism in shaping and reflecting contemporary society and the ethical issues that are critical for responsible photojournalism.

Content 

Intro to 35mm Digital Photography. Digital Workflow and Photoshop Basics, including image sizing & RGB to CMYK conversion. Digital Black & White Photography.

Location Lighting - All about qualities of light. Different kinds of available light. 

Controlling available light. Using portable flash in different situations, indoor and outdoor. Essential filters for controlling light.

Creativity  Elements of design, colour and 'seeing'. History of Art & History of Photography.

Photojournalism  Researching stories. Writing story proposals. Spot News. Single Picture story. Location Portraiture. Human interest stories. Photo-montage. Sports Photography. Photo Essay. Picture selection. Giving appropriate captions for images. Multimedia presentations. Meeting deadlines with the help of technology. Legal & ethical issues involved in Photojournalism. Business aspects of Photojournalism.

Methodology

The teaching methodology will include lectures, slide shows, assignments, critiques, in-class discussion, brainstorming, individual / group presentations. You will work on and off campus on individual photography projects in the Nilgiris District, besides working on various projects outside the district in consultation with the faculty. 



Evaluation

This is an intensive course. Your assignment submissions will be judged based on the communicative value, quality of content, creativity, originality and how publishable an image is, in a newspaper or magazine or on a news website where standards correspond to the industry-wide norm.

Punctuality in submission of assignments, attendance and participation in class and in-class activities, and written materials such as captions will be important components in the process of evaluation.

Accommodation 

The Academy will help you make appropriate accommodation arrangements to suit your budget.

Equipment

 To enroll for this class the following equipment is mandatory:

a) A 35mm Digital SLR camera.

b) Lenses: three lenses in the range of: 17-40mm, 50mm, 70-200mm. These specifications are for a full frame camera. For non full-frame camera, lenses of equivalent focal length will be needed such as 10-22mm or 12  24mm 35mm  and 28 135mm ( or 70  200 mm lens)

c) CF Card. At least two 2 GB cards.

d) A laptop (min 512 MB RAM) loaded with Photoshop CS2 or CS3 software and an external hard drive of about 160 GB.

e) A portable flash, polarizing filter, ND graduated filters (2 stop soft & 3 stop hard) compact but sturdy tripod and some basic accessories. 

f) A good camera bag made by a reputed company.



Admission Requirement

The Academy follows an open admission policy. Minimum age for a candidate is 20 years. Admission is on a first-come-first-served basis, based on portfolio review, and if deemed necessary a telephonic interview. A minimum of 15 years of formal education in any subject with a degree is required. Exceptions will be made for candidates with work experience or life learning experiences, with a minimum of 12 years of formal education. Certificates and letters with a written statement of experience will have to be provided along with the application.

The applicant must have a sound knowledge of operating a Digital SLR Camera. A basic knowledge of computer usage and general proficiency in English is essential.

To apply for admission, download the application form, from our website and fill in all relevant details and send it with the following: 

a) Two recent passport-size photographs in colour.

b) Portfolio of images you have shot (a minimum of 20 images -  8"x10"colour or B&W prints, on any subject or a CD of JPEG images 96 dpi, 10” width for horizontal images and 10” height for vertical images, on any one theme or a selection of images on varied subjects). The portfolio is not for evaluating the applicant’s technical proficiency in photography, but to see how good the 'eye' is for photography. 

c) Attested copies of relevant certificates, letters and statements.

d) A non-refundable processing fee of Rs.1,000/- by way of Demand Draft, favouring Light & Life Academy, payable at Ooty.
